Gerbner intended to study folklore at the
University of Budapest but was forced to flee
fascist Hungary in 1939.

Mr. Gerbner worked as a professor and
researcher at the Institute for
Communications Research at the University
of lllinois from 1956 until 1964, when he
accepted a position at Penn. After leaving
Penn in 1990, he founded the Cultural
Environment Movement, an advocacy group
working for greater diversity in media.

He was dean emeritus of the Annenberg
School for Communications at the University
of Pennsylvania and studied television for
more than three decades.
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
