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Renaissance Era.
1400-1600

Music was increasingly freed from medieval constraints, and more
variety was permitted in range, rhythm, harmony, form, and notation. In the
Renaissance, music became a vehicle for personal expression. Composers
found ways to make vocal music more expressive of the texts they were setting.
Secular music (non-religious music) absorbed techniques from sacred music,
and vice versa. Popular secular forms such as the chanson and madrigal spread
throughout Europe. Courts employed virtuoso performers, both singers and
insfrumentalists. Music also became more self-sufficient with its availability in
printed form, existing for its own sake. Precursor versions of many familiar modern

insfruments (including the violin, guitar, lute and keyboard iInstruments)
developed into new forms during the Renaissance.
