5. Factors Causing Unusual Distribution of Grades (If any)

The listening assessment results have led to an unusual grade distribution. Although mid-term and

final exams are modeled after TOEIC and IELTS standards, scores remain unexpectedly low. This

contrasts with the students' strong performance in classroom presentations and debates. Analysis

suggests that while students demonstrate high auditory comprehension, their final scores are negatively

impacted by frequent spelling errors in the written responses.
