As for Thailand, English communicative skill is vital because we are the one of the family
members of ASEAN. Therefore, we should be well-equipped with speaking English in
order to communicate with our ASEAN neighbours. This speaking skill helps and
enhances teachers and the leamers to focus on teaching and learning of{the‘stated skill
in a country like Thailand because it is the Hub of Asia. Learnersgef English language
should be trained in and out of the classrooms so they gwill be_ableMo perform in English
well in a given situation. In the classrooms, the teachers.of English can use various
teaching techniques for the students. These agtivitiesshelprstudents to get accustomed to
new words, their meaning and applications that fipally lead to speaking. English has
played a very important role for Thai people for centuries. English is important because it
is used as a basic tool for. communications;=for example, education and seeking
knowledge. English really helps usiio break down the language-barriers and finally helps

promoting and creating a vision of one world community.

The Ministry of Edueation of,Thailand has written down in the national curriculum that a
basic teaching of\English should include four skills in both primary and secondary levels
(The Ministry of Education, 2008). A good performance of the English language is required
for all levels until graduation. Students are expected to use English language in various
situations, both in and out of their classrooms and with local and foreign communities, as
stated in document of The Ministry of Education (2008). A necessary basic skill of

communication is speaking. (Bailey & Savage, 1994).

Speaking skill is an essential process for learning English. Performances through speaking
arean indicator of success in carers and finally in life (Nunan, 1991). However, a number

of studies reveal that Thai students study English for many years but they cannot apply

the skills in real life communicative situations effectively (The Ministry of Education, 2002).
To be able to apply communicative English effectively in their real life is related to the
teachers, students and teaching and learning of English. The problem might be the not-
so- well- prepared teaching methods affecting the language teaching and the learning
process (Lochana and Deb, 2006). Some teachers have been found to focus on language
teaching based on grammar instead of exposing the learners to language learning. Most
lessons of English are carried out through teacher-centered approaches (Nunan, 2004).
Teachers' teaching of grammar only and not involving the learners in ‘eommunicative
English often gives a negative impression to students (Ruso, 2007)5\Therefore,

students have no chance to use English under different situations. Without leaming any

situational English. students lack opportunitiesrto both=learniand‘use speaking skills.

However, there are recommended activities to,aid‘the acquisition, storage, retrieval, and
use of information which have _been proved‘to"make learning easier, faster, enjoyable,
self-directed, effective and transferable to new situations (Oxford, 1990). The mastery of
speaking skill in English is a priority, for many language learners has been neglected in
some FL/ ESL courses. The\best approach to teaching of oral skills methodological
debate. Teacherssuse a variety of textbooks and approaches. ranging from direct
approaches to specific-focus on features of oral interactions (Richard, 1990). Despite
controversial issue, Richard proposed that teachers should prepare varieties of activities

involving students directly.

However, still result in designing instructional materials or speaking activities for second
language learning, it is necessary to recognize speaking in daily communications. This
theory of task-based learning concludes by showing that language teaching and learning
are changing from teacher-centered to learner-centered instructions. The use of a variety

of different kinds of tasks in language teaching is said to promote language learing more
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communicative language ability (Richards, 1986). Many countries in the Asia- Pacific

region revealed that task-based teaching was an effective (Nunan, 2002).

Task- based learning activities provide method to promote students' language
development because the students can get the language learning experience while in the
classroom in different situations. Task-based learing offers the students an opportunity to
be engaged in using the language. The primary focus of classroom activityis the task
considered an instrument to get the students involved in the language practice naturally.
The task activities given to the students are the opportunity to use language to achieve a
specific outcome. The activity helps the students to think-ef the real life situations and
they can focus on meanings of the words they uses~The'students are free to choose
words which are relevant to their activities to be“performed. The task-based learning
activities are such as playing games, solving problems, sharing information and gathering
experiences. All these activities_are consideredras relevant and authentic tasks to engage
students with a focus on mastering_speaking English (Willis & Willis, 2007). Willis and
Willis, (2001) pointed out that tasks differ from grammatical exercises as the forms for
learning are not specified in advance. Many researchers Murad (2009), Sae-Ong. 2010;
Thongpubai, (2010)=Phisuthangkoon, (2012) claimed that task-based learning activities

can increase students'cEnglish speaking ability.

Overall,"as,indicated by the above research, task-based learning is a promising method
to ‘enable_students to develop their own English speaking ability in order to reach their
goals. Therefore, the researcher is interested in the task-based learning method to
examine and develop English speaking communications ability with Prathomsuksa 6

students.

This
language learning tasks enable the students to acquire knowledge, emphasize on
communicalive ‘English from the situations more than the correctness of forms or the

structures\(Ellisy 1997).

According to Fulcher (2003), speaking is communicate with others.

In the point of views of Crystal (2008) and Nirmawati (2015), speaking is the interaction
between speakers and listeners. Speaking is the communication between people that are
communicating through sending and receiving a message by the use of{language, and
speaking is a productive skill of language learning and learners' skill, make.the learners
able to use the target language to communicate. It js,an important part of everyday

interaction.

Furthermore, Thintub (2007) stated that speakinglissa behavior of communication utlizing
languages that use listening skills. While Yamapai (2000) supported speaking with words,
tones and act to express emotions, knowledge,” experience as well as the speakers
needing the audience perception and responses. Also Waitayawanich (2002) stated that
speaking is using speech, gestures‘and intonation to convey ideas to the listener in order
for the listener to understand invthe same way. Before, Charney (1998) had proposed the
same concept thatsspeakingnis the process of building and sharing meaning through the

use of verbal and\non=verbal symbols in a variety of contexts.

Accordingsto Cameron (2001) speaking is an activity of language to express a meaning
in order ta/get the response from a listener. It can be assumed that speaking is the activity
of a person to express his or her ideas, feeling or something in her/his mind to get a
response from another person by spoken language. The other researchers have defined

speaking as follows:

Rubiati (2010) reveals five components that are generally recognized in the analysis of

the speech process: (1) pronunciation (including the segmental features- vowels and
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consonants - and the stress and intonation patterns); (2) grammar; (3) vocabulary; (4)
fluency (the ease and speed of the flow of speech); and (5) comprehension (for oral

communication certainly requires a subject to respond to speech as well as to initiate it).

Angwattanakun (1997) states that speaking ability means the ability of producing language
and the process of conveying meaning. The speakers express their ideas and their
feelings as a language code of verbal language understood by others. Besides,the stress
of words and the intonation of the statement, the speaker expresses\their goals in
speaking through what they want to say, with whom they, speak, where they speak, how

they speak and so on. Moreover, the speaker needs to speak fluently and accurately.

Eckard & Kearny (1981); Florez (1999) Howarth (2001) define speaking as a two-way

process involving a true communication of ideas, information or feelings.

Spratte, Pulverness and Williams (2005) states that speaking is a productive skill, like

writing. It involves using speech to express meaning to other people.

Bygate (1998) advecates adopting a definition of speaking based on interactional skills

which involve making decisions about communication.

Kayi.(2006) states that speaking is one of the skills that has to be mastered by students

in learning English. Speaking is an essential tool for communicating.

Richards (2008) states that in speaking, we tend to be getting something done, exploring

ideas, working out some aspects of the world, or simply being together.
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Caroline (2003) defines that speaking is a basic oral communication among people in
society. It is speaking which serves as natural means of communication of the members

of the community for both expression of thought and a form a social behavior.

Mundhe (2015) states that speaking is to express ideas, opinions and desires and to

establish social relationships and friendships.

Celce- Murcia & Olstain (2001) stated that speaking is an interaction of the speaker to
convey ideas, feelings, needs and characteristics to exchange information with the listener
and that the speaker needs the listener to understand anditranslate “meaning in the right

From the above definition, it can be\inferred that speaking is communication between

METHODGOLOGY
The purpose of the study is tosstudy theweffectiveness of task-based learning on
improving English listening and English speaking abilities of Mattayomsuksa 1 students.
This chapter describes the key elements of the research methodology of this study,
namely:
a) Research Design;
b) Population and\partiCipants;
d) Data collection; and

e) Data analysis

Research Design

The study was the quasi-experimental, one group pre-test - post-test design.

Population and Participants

The researcher was granted permission to conduct the research with the Mattayomsuksa

1 students of Piboonprachasan School. The school has five Mattayomsuksa 1 classes
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totaling 190 students, with each class being a good balance of low to high achievers. The
participants were 30 students chosen by convenient sampling. As a guest of
Piboonprachasan School, the researcher grouped this sampling method due to the
convenience it offered the school and researcher in terms of teaching schedule and

minimal distribution caused to the students.

Duration

The study was conducted over seven weeks in the second semester of the 2011 academic
year. The four hours of instruction each week were split=into two_equal lessons. The first
week included a two hour introduction lesson comprising,an, explanation of the purpose
of the study, learner roles, assessment and method. ~Fhe“second lesson was comprised
entirely of a two hour pre-test. Lessons were then cenducted from week two until the first
lesson of week seven. The two hour post-test tookiplace during the last lesson of week

seven. Thus the total face-to-face teaching time*was 22 hours.

Variables
The variables in this study are“as follows:
(a) Independent variable is task-based learning

(b) Dependent variables,are English listening and speaking abilities
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Research Instruments

This study examines the use of task-based learning to develop English listening and
speaking abilities. The following research instruments were applied in this study for

qualitative and quantitative, data=collection.

Task-based learning lesson plans.

Lesson plans weresdesigned by reviewing research written about task-based learning,
listening ‘and speaking, secondary English curriculum in terms of purpose, content,
grammarrstructure, phrases and word-list. The textbook which has been approved by the
Ministry of Education which contains many conversations, real-world places and published

materials was also used.

The task model follows Willis (1996) for the different phases of the task. Willis describes
the different task phases as the 'pre-task’, 'task-cycle' and 'language focus'. In the pre-
task phase the teacher introduces the topic, models the task and recalls/introduces

language. The task-cycle phase sees students working in pairs or groups to complete
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tasks given by the teacher. Meanwhile, the teacher monitors students and guides them.
Afterwards, students prepare and report to the whole class while the teacher observes
and gives positive feedback. In the language focus the students and teacher will work
together. Students then practice the language that was learned. The lesson plans covered

6 key topics used to teach over 6.5 weeks of the experiment.

Lesson plans were discussed, checked, and feedback was provided by professionals,
including school teachers, native speakers and advisors. The lesson plans were, designed
to adapt the textbook materials into meaningful tasks and provide ample opportunities for

maximum learner participation: (See Appendix A)

English listening test and English speaking test.

The English Listening and Speaking Test given'in week one, and repeated in week seven,
was designed using the Secondary Basic Core«Curriculum 2008 for Mattayomsuksa 1
with guidelines and contents from text book approved by the Ministry of Education (2008).
The activities, assessment and evaluation inglistening and speaking competency were
analyzed based on concepts adapted from Heaton (1990), Ur (1996) and Underhill
(1987). The major focus was speaking naturally in authentic situations. Previous data and

input were used to create thexframework for speaking assessment and evaluation.

The test consisted of\two parts. Part one was an objective listening test made up of 15
multiple, choice questions. For each question a recording was played twice. Students were
given threeyxminutes to read corresponding question and select from three possible
answers written>on the test paper. (See Appendix B) Part two was a set of ten interview
questions™ The total score was fifteen points. The speaking evaluation rate adapted from
Clark (1986 as cited in Wongsothorn, 1986) and Heaton, J.B. (1990). The components
of assessment included fluency, grammar, vocabulary, content and pronunciation.

Students would be asked ten questions randomly. (See Appendix C)

The researcher had two assistants, one of which is a native speaker who orally asked
questions and an English Teacher at Piboonprachasan. The scores were rated on each

category according to student performance. The English listening and speaking test was
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conducted before (lesson 2, week 1) and after (week 7, lesson 2) experiment time period.
Prior to giving the test experts assessed content validity by using 10C (Iltem-Obijective
Congruence) scale. The results given by the evaluators were used to find the consistency

index between the test and the objectives.

Speaking assessment.

Marking of the speaking component of the English Listening and Speaking Test followed
the speaking assessment criteria developed by Clark (1986 as cited in Wongsothorn,
2001, p. 233-256) and Heaton, J.B(1990, p. 70-71). The components*of assessment

included fluency, grammar, vocabulary, contents and pronunciationy (SeesAppendix D, E)

Teaching log.

Teaching log was used primarily as a tool to obtain{additional’information fo findings by
the researcher, who observed and recorded qualitative data over the seve week period.
After each lesson the key observations and outcomes of the lesson were noted by the

researcher in a relatively informalimanner. (See"Appendix F)

Data collection procedure

The first step introduced the'purpose of the study, method, activities and assessment to
students, secondly the pre-test'was given. The lesson applied task-based learning and
was taught by the experimental group over a period of 7 weeks. The teaching log was
recorded after each lesson. The post-test was given during the last week. Finally, the

data was analyzed quantitatively and qualitatively.

Data.Analysis

The data was analyzed to find out whether the hypotheses of this study are correct. The
first hypothesis was to examine whether the use of task-based learning is effective in
developing students' English listening ability. The hypothesis was analyzed based on
language use in listening and speaking English effectively through communication. The
English listening ability scores on the pre-test and post-test were computed and converted
into mean scores. The significance was found with the t-test based on the total number

of bases in the dependent sample. The steps of the data analysis process involved
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determining the mean and standard deviation of each student to check whether or not the

mean scores of pre-test and post-test were significantly different.

The second hypothesis was to examine whether speaking ability improved after learning
through task-based learning. The rating scores of the speaking assessment forms were
calculated and converted into mean scores, then checked to see whether or not the mean

scores of the pre-test and post-test were significantly different.

The third hypothesis was to examine the students' opinions aboutstask-based learning
and teaching activities are will be more positive. The teaching logs were recorded by

researcher after each lesson for research findings.

In conclusion, the data was displayed, analysd+and interpreted’to produce the findings of

this study. The analysis and interpretations were ‘based on learners' pre-test scores and

post-test scores.

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Instrument and Methodology

Planning and Instrument Design

The planning and instrument design of this study was conducted as follows:

1. The researcher reviewed theories, principles, research studies, and scholarly work on
assessment and evaluation principles, inquiry-based learning, and Miller's Model.

2. The researcher reviewed the course description, its objectives, and the content together
with the allotted timeframe.

3. The researcher drafted a course syllabus and designed a full range“of the inquiry.
based learning activities, encompassing the integration between the,7E Cycle and Miller's
Model, paper tests for Knows and Knows How, evaluation criteria for Shows How, and an
attitude survey questionnaire.

4. The researcher submitted the instruments 'to three experts'to evaluate, and the I0C
result was 0.66-1.00.

5. The researcher improved the instruments as,advised.

Data Collection

The researcher followed the instructional sequence based on the planned integration
between inquiry-based learning and Miller's Model. The process started with the cognition
domain development in which the sequence of 6E (elicitation, engagement, exploration,
explanation, elaboration. and evaluation) out of 7E were mixed into Knows and Knows
How. Eor the.final'step.of the 7E Cycle, the extension was divided into two parts to meet
Shows Howsand\the' Does.

The_instruetion,was as follows:

1. Knows™stage

1.1. Elicitation step: The researcher raised questions about the preservice teachers' prior
knowledge or experiences about testing and evaluation from their practicum in schools.
1.2. Engagement step: The researcher presented problems and specimens and assigned
the preservice teachers to brainstorm making questions. All the questions were
categorized and voted in order to set the main points.

1.3. Exploration step: The preservice teachers worked in groups to explore the relevant

information from resources to answer all the main points.
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1.4. Explanation step: Each group presented and discussed about the information in all
the main points.

At the end of Knows, they were asked to assess the depth, breadth, and reliability of
knowledge which they and their peers discussed and presented. Then, they were asked
to write a summary on their own. Lastly, they were individually given a test paper to

assess their understanding.

2. Knows How stage

2.1. Elaboration step: The researcher presented the cases of obstacles affecting the test
and the quality of the alternative tools. Then, they discussed in groups, preposed relevant
solutions, and recorded the shared ideas to revise, expand, and update”their knowledge.
2.2. Evaluation step: The preservice teachers were testedrindividually on their analyses
of the relation among the components of test construction,knewledge and the alternative
tool design by drawing a graphic organizer. Theiroutlooks on further applications of testing
English skills were also tested by explaining and giving reasons for how to select qualified
test types and evaluation instruments for, English"™communicative skills and usage.

3. Shows How stage

Extension step: The researcher assigned the preservice teachers to write all the test
types, scoring rubrics, rating'scales, and a checklist to evaluate all the English skills of
school students. The planned criteria were used to assess their work

4. Does stage

Extension step: The researcher assigned the preservice teachers to participate in the Idea
Competition\Project/(Young Inventors) 2018 initiated by the National Research Council of
Thailand. *Due to the project's competitive theme, the preservice teachers were assigned
to linvent their English teaching innovations and constructed tests with criteria for each
content part. For the purpose of authenticity, they were evaluated by the criteria that were
planned for selecting the qualified ones for the project and were evaluated by a

coordinating lecturer.

Data Analysis
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The raw scores were calculated into mean and the differences between the results of
Knows, Knows How, Shows How, and Does were compared for development analysis. In

addition, the results of attitude investigation were calculated by frequency of each item.

Chapter IV

Results

The purpose of the study was to investigate the Use of film*clips to enhance the English
communicative skills of Thai eighth grade “students "at Cha- uat School, in Nakhon
Srithammarat province. The study alse.investigated the students' attitudes towards film
clip instruction. The participants comprised+30 students in the control group and 30
students in the experimental group. The data was obtained from the English for
communication test and questionnaires concerning students' attitudes towards English
lessons after film gelip®instruction. The data was analyzed quantitatively. This chapter

presents the results offquantitative data followed by analysis of the qualitative data.
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Students' English Communicative Skills

Research Hypothesis 1

On the posttest of the English for Communication{Test, the mean score of the participants
experiencing film clip instruction will be significantly, higher than the mean score of the

participants taught through regular instruction;

Results.

This study was aimed to examine the effectiveness of film clip instruction to enhance
eighth grade students® communicative skills. The students' pretest and posttest scores
from the| Englishanfor ecemmunication test of the experimental and control groups were
calculated ‘usingndescriptive statistics and standard deviations. The mean scores of the
two_groups were then compared to explore if there were any significant differences
between| the pretest and posttest scores of the participants in the two groups by using the
t-test independent method. The results of the experiment indicated a significant difference
at the 05 level in the overall means of the pretest and posttest of the students in the two

groups.

The results in Table 2 reveal that the mean scare of the-English for communication pretest
of the experimental group (M = 14.53, t = 2.04) was lower than the pretest mean scores
of the control group (M = 16.63). The mean score‘of the English communication posttest
of the experimental group (M = 18.37)=was higher than the posttest mean scores of the
control group (M = 16.67). Thelresults indicated a significant difference between the
posttest scores of the experimentaltgroup and control group at the 0.05 level. Therefore,
the result supports research hypothesis 1. Figure 1 shows a bar graph of the mean scores

As shown in Table 5, after students learned English through film clip instruction, the mean
scores of students' attitudes showed high satisfaction with the mean score at 4.27. The
results indicated that film clip instruction improves students' attitudes towards learning
English through this type of instruction. The students had high satisfactionnmeans scores
in every item and the highest mean score was item 8 (M,= 4.57). T hey ‘responded that
after learning English through film clip, they had fun learning English and wanted to
continue with their lessons. The second highestymean=score,wastitem 2 (M = 4.53). They
felt that film clips were new, fresh and interesting“materials that motivated them to pay
more attention to leaming English.

Chapter 5

Conclusion and discussion

This study aimed\o study the effects of the COR teaching methodology on EFL
students' reading,comprehension. Moreover, it also studied students' opinions about the
COR.teaching methodology. This chapter presents the conclusion of the research, the
effects, of.the COR teaching methodology onlEFL students' reading comprehension and
students' opinion about the CO teaching methodology. Furthermore, it also presents a
discussion of the findings, limitations of the study, and recommendations for future

studies.

Conclusion

This study was provided to answer the following research questions:
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(a) What are the effects of the COR teaching methodology on FL students’ reading
comprehension?

(b) Are there any differences in the effects of the COR teaching methodology on the
reading comprehension of high proficiency students and lower proficiency students?
(c) What are EFL students' opinions about the COR teaching methodology during the

reading teaching?

The participants were sixty seventh-grade students in a school, Bangkok, Thailand who
were selected by simple random sampling and divided into two.groups: high proficiency

and lower proficiency students.

The Instruments in this study included the lessoni{plans based on the COR teaching
methodology, an English reading comprehension test and reflections. The quantitative
data was analyzed using mean-scoresm=standarddeviation, a paired t-test and the

analysis of covariance. The qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis.

The results show that there were significant differences in the pretest and posttest mean
scores of the students®(t (59),= 16.270, p>.001). The pretest mean score was 11.80 (SD
= 2.342), while the posttest mean score was 15.05 (SD = 2.251). Therefore, the posttest
score was 'significantly higher than the pretest mean score. The analysis indicate that
the COR teaching methodology had positive effects on EFL student's reading
comprehension. The analysis of covariance reveals that there were no statistically
significant differences (§ (1) =.002, p > .05) in the mean score of high proficiency
students (M=15.04, SE=.31) and the mean score of lower proficiency students
(M=15.062, SE=.31). In addition, the qualitative data reveal that students had positive
opinions about the CO teaching methodology. They also reported that helped them to

better understand texts and motivated them in English reading class.
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In conclusion, the COR teaching methodology effectively increased the reading
comprehension of both high and lower proficiency students, and the students also

gained positive opinions about the COR teaching methodology.

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Discussion of Research Question (b)

The findings reveal that there were ne, statistically significant differences in the mean
score of high proficiency students_and the“mean score of lower proficiency students.
Although these two groups of students have different reading comprehension level, the
COR teaching methodology can,_similarty improve students' reading comprehension. This
indicates that the ,€0R teaching methodology was effective in developing the reading
comprehension of students who have various background knowledge. The explanation is
that in implementation of this method, the teacher provided all students with background
knowedgesbefore reading. Like the idea of Neman, Kaefer and Pinkham (2017), building
background knowledge to all students can decrease the differences of background
knowledge, so there were no differences in leaming among different groups. Moreover,
similar effects may be caused by cooperative leaming. As Slavin (2014) proposed, working
in small groups, students helped one another to learn and shared information useful to

comprehend the passage with members of the group, and this led to positive effects on

all students with various language proficiency.

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Recommendations for Further Teaching

1. As Miller's model involves both cognitive and behavioral, levels“of instruction and is
open for arranging and combining several teaching approaches“and techniques in each
stages, any activities and types of learning, for example, self-regulated learning, blended
learning and e-learning, are allowed to bring in.

2. The assessment along Miller'simodekis recommended to use on an individual basis to
analyze students' different progressiand weaknesses rather than a team basis because
its emphasis is to develop individuals to work or perform wisely and effectively in an
independent condition.

3. A small class size is an,_appropriate circumstance to put this model into practice
because | providing support to help all students can be done individually with greater
effectiveness and efficiency when compared to doing so in a very large class size.

4. In_addition to teaching a course in a university class context, this model can be used
as\part [of curriculum or training development in which on- the-task performance is
sequenced as the ultimate goal or outcomes learners are required to achieve and perform

independently.

Recommendations for Further Research
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1. Because the use of Miller's model worked greatly on the ability leverage through
deductive to inductive stages, learning strategies and behaviors that students used to
progress through each step should be investigated.

2. For greater knowledge extension, a comparison between Miller's model implementation
and the use of other instruction model should be conducted.

3. A research study attempting to make integration between Miller's model and other
model to form a creation for some particular skill development can be a gaod eontribution

to the academic milieu.
