Traditional assessment/evaluation

-The most widely used traditional assessment tools are
multiple-choice tests, true/false tests, short answers,
and essays. (Dikli, 2003)

-Adherents of process-oriented curricula consider
traditional techniques...inappropriate for the foreign
language classroom curricula. More specifically, they
point out the lack of rich, descriptive information about
both the product and process of learning in

conventional testing methods (Barootchi & Keshavarz,
2002 in Nasab, 2015.)



-Traditional assessment can be defined as evaluations
that include standardized and classroom achievement
tests with mostly closed-ended items, such as
true/false, multiple choice, and fill-in-the blanks. (Bol,
1998 in Belle, 1999: 8)

-The former, which has a much longer history, is
generally characterised by testing practices through
which objective and measurable data are gathered

about some aspect of reality (Fulcher, 2010 in Munoz et
al. 2019)



Alternative assessment/evaluation

-Alternative assessment strategies include open-ended
guestions, exhibits, demonstrations, hands-on
execution of experiments, computer simulations, and
portfolios (Dietel et al., 1991 in Dikli, 2003)

-Kohonen (1997 in Nasab, 2015) used the term
alternative and authentic assessment interchangeably
to refer to the evaluations made which reflect students’

learning and achievement as well as their motivations
and attitudes.



- But recently, there has been a growing trend towards
alternative assessment. This type of evaluation includes
any critical thinking or higher order skills. The
techniques utilized are performance based
assessments, observation techniques, student self
assessment, and portfolios. (Bol, 1998 in Belle, 1999: 8)

- When implementing alternative assessment, learners
are part of the process that measures their learning,

which involves the application of knowledge and skills
in real life contexts. (Munoz et al. 2019)



Alternative assessment/evaluation can be
categorized into 2 major assessing practices
through several types of evidence.
