In research focusing on teaching or classroom action research, the
recommendation part can be divided into 2 parts.




The 3 key components as shown can be preceded by the
restatement of the leading statement, objectives, scopes of
the study, instruments and research procedures. Having all
these again aims to show the procedural relationship that
leads to discoveries.

The interesting point is that there appears limitation of the

study in this chapter as well but it is optional. Not all studies
include this.



The Structure of Conclusion

It is a summary that highlights all the key points from the result
reporting in Chapter 4. Not all statistical results need to be restated
as the conclusion needs to be made concise. Furthermore, the
order of detail arrangement here is required to follow the order of
research objectives.

The Structure of Discussion

The conclusion is rewritten and placed to

introduce discussion points.

In this part, reasons behind results, supporting

factors, and obstacles are disclosed. Then,

theories and related studies are included to

convince readers about discoveries a researcher
tries to explain.

Importantly, information in the discussion part

must be arranged according to the order of
objective(s) or research question(s).
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The Relationship between conclusion and discussion can be explained

as follows: : :

The Presentation of Discussion

-The information must answer the objective(s) or research
question(s).

-The information must be arranged according to the order of the
objective(s) or research question(s).

-It is from a researcher’s own discoveries from research results
and reflection from facts or difficulties.

-Reasons, factors, theories and related research are to be included.

-Selected theories are from Chapter 2. A literature review
covering many aspects of knowledge is of a greater advantage.

-Further ideas about application and extension are stated.
