Getting to know a lesson plan :

• Make sure learners learn what 
they need to learn → knowledge, 
skills, and good characteristics 
(also referred to as KPA)

• Are there any relevant standards, 
indicators, and other special 
dimensions of fulfilment?





• An instructional concept, a teaching theory, a teaching method, or 
an activity is carefully selected. 

• Teaching and assessment or evaluation are interrelated and 
systematic.

• Innovation, resources, facilities, and learning opportunities are 
strategically and logically brought to use in class. 



English Teaching Approaches

Grammar-Translation Approach
• Analyze grammar from a reading text.
• Emphasize grammar rule memorization.
• Notice language usage and find errors (Error analysis and 

contrastive analysis).
• Pay importance to language knowledge and correction rather than 

communication.



Teaching
• Use L1 to explain.
• Clarify complicated grammar.
• Language analysis practice
• Grammar drill for rule learning
• Vocab memorization and translation

Audio-Lingual Approach
• Listening and speaking with a native-like accent
• Learn through repetition and memorization. 
• Memorize accurate sentences and use them (more confidence).
• Use TL without translation (retrieve from memory).
• Grammar is taught but speaking is a top priority.
• Limited language knowledge and art of communication



Teaching
• Listening and speaking with a native-like accent are taught.
• Learn through conversation and repetition from a bookish 

language. 
• Interaction in a controlled condition where accurate word use and 

sentence patterns are demonstrated and learners practice using 
them accordingly.

• Translation is possible but for checking understanding of  
repeated sentences.

• Grammar drill for meaning fulfilment

Direct Method Approach
• Only grammar is not enough, communication is more important.
• Think in a target language without translation. Grammar is learnt 

through language experiences and assimilation.
• Grammar is still necessary but it is 
supplementary for correction. 
• Listening, speaking, reading, writing, 
and thinking are all developed but listening 
and speaking are primarily focused.
• Though assimilation and interaction are 
helpful, TL communication is limited in 
some situations. 



Teaching
• No L1 in classroom
• No translation
• TL interaction
• Pronunciation practice
• Teach grammar through interaction
• Learn and practice from demonstration, materials for a leaning 

purpose (Connection between TL and environment)
• Explanation about grammar and other language knowledge is 

possible but in TL only (for the reason of language experience and 
familiarity)

• To use TL, consider leaners’ readiness and levels

Communicative Approach
• Communicate in a variety of situations.
• Understanding, fluency, and natural communication are 

prioritized.
• Imperfections are forgivable but not ignored. 
• It is more on learner-centered teaching style.
• Learning environment and learning 
conditions are determined to encourage TL.



• Grammatical competence is expected: vocab knowledge, 
grammar, pronunciation

• Sociolinguistic competence is expected: situational 
appropriateness. cultural awareness 

• Discourse competence: understanding long and complicated 
sentences, ability to produce rhetoric and artful language 
masterpieces

• Strategic competence: intelligence in using communication 
techniques (verbal and non-verbal communication)



Teaching
• Simulated situations with roles
• Frequent interaction practices
• More group work (encourage learners to try to use TL)
• Complicated task with thinking skills (use TL carefully to convey 

ideas)
• Authentic materials (learn from language use in real contexts, not 

bookish language)

Task-Based Learning Approach
• Task as a communication activity
• Use a language as a method to accomplish a task and meet an 

objective
• Interaction in activities or learn TL while doing a task
• A task also promotes thinking skills.
• Task related to real situations
• All 4 skills are used in one task.



Teaching
Pre-task
• Topics and tasks are introduced and explained.
• Teach relevant vocabulary.
• Check learners’ understanding
Task Cycle
• Task : work in groups or pairs
• Planning: learners prepare for their reports and improving 

accomplishments
• Report: Learners present their accomplishments and learn from 

comments
Language focus:
• Analyze language use
• Practice word usage and grammar
