Abstract

The objective of this study is to explore the level of public participation in
environmental impact assessments (EIA) in Thailand. This is a survey-based study that
utilized a five-point Likert scale questionnaire, with a sample of 384 Thai citizens who
participated in the EIA process. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics,
including mean and standard deviation. The results revealed that public participation
in EIA is at a high level, with an average score of 3.63. When considering each aspect,
"Project Context™ had the highest average score of 3.72, categorized as high. Following
this, the aspects of "Impacts,” "Process,” "Outputs,” and "Input™ had average scores of

3.68, 3.63, 3.58, and 3.53, respectively, all of which are also categorized as high.
